Southwark Council hereby GIVES NOTICE that on 12 March 2020 it has made the above
experimental orders under sections 9 and 10 of the Road Traffic Regulation Act 1984".

The effect of the experimental orders will be in CROSBY ROW:-

the north-west side, to reduce in length an existing permit-holders’ only parking places (within
CPZ ‘F’) o/s Crosby Court — the remaining length of the bay will be approx. 20.5 metres; and

on both sides, (i) to convert all existing single yellow line waiting restrictions to double yellow lines
(‘at any time’ waiting restrictions), and (ii) to introduce single kerb blips, restricting loading on all
areas with double yellow lines Monday to Saturday between 9 am — 6:30 pm.

Traffic Order 2020
This scheme, by way of experiment, aims to regulate the flow of traffic in Crosby Row (within
both the Chaucer ward and the London Bridge & West Bermondsey ward) in the London
Borough of Southwark.

The scheme wiill:

- Introduce loading restrictions Mon-Sat between 9 am and 6:30 pm;

- Convert all existing single yellow lines to double yellow lines;

- Reduce by 2.5 metres an existing CPZ ‘F’ permit holders’ parking place on the north-west
side (outside Crosby Court)

This scheme is being introduced by way of an experiment to allow the Council Officers to
monitor its effect, if any, over a period of between 6 and 18 months, and to revise the scheme
if necessary in that time.

(2) and (3) of the Schedule to this Order and bounded on one side of that length by the edge of
the carriageway, and having a width throughout of 2 metres, is designated as a parking place.

The provisions of the Order of 2011 (other than Articles 3 and 15) shall apply to the area
described in the Schedule to this Order as if in those provisions any reference to a designated
parking place or to a parking place shall include a reference to the area designated as a parking
place by this Order and as if any reference to Schedule 1 to the Order of 2011 included a
reference to the Schedule to this Order.

Order of 2011; and
