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Summary

1. Introduction

Peckham Rye Park Adventure Playground will be refurbished as part of a programme of
improvements to five of Southwark Councils Adventure Playgrounds. Improvements to the
adventure play building have already been completed.

This consultation was about improving the play equipment and landscape. The results have been
used to guide the design.

2. The Survey

The consultation was open to the public from 20 January to 20 February 2023. An online survey
was available on the council’'s Consultation Hub website and a paper survey was available upon
request.

Events were held at the Adventure Playground on Friday 27 January from 3.30pm to 6pm, and
during half term on Thursday 16 February from 2pm to 4pm. The Project Manager was available to
discuss the project, and was assisted by the Play Team staff.

The consultation was promoted through a poster / leaflet displayed in and around Peckham Rye
Park, and delivered as a leaflet to 600 properties within a 250 metre radius of the playground. A
project mailing list of interested people has been created, to keep updated about the project and to
ensure they get a chance to take part in future consultations.

Local stakeholders, including the Friends of Peckham Rye Park and Common and Rye Hill Tenants
and residents association were also consulted, and we also asked if they could promote the
consultation. They were sent posters as requested.

The Play Team staff were extremely helpful in handing out paper surveys to children and families
using the Adventure Playground.

3. Executive Summary

The consultation received a high number of responses (64), with many positive comments about
the playground and Play Team staff, and useful suggestions to help shape the design.

The consultation showed an overall under-representation of people from ethnic minority
backgrounds, and from girls. This has been taken into account when creating the playground
design.

The following feedback from the consultation has been used to influence the first design for the
playground:

e The big swings were popular and a variety of swings have been included in the design, with
additional platforms and walkways to access them. As big swings were so popular, the
design also includes a balancing rope swing for groups of up to 12 children and an
accessible basket swing, which is suitable for children with disabilities when accompanied
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by a carer. Both of these swings can be used by multiple children at one time. There was
also the suggestion of replacing the tyres on the big swings with seats, which we will get
more feedback on through the next design consultation.

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5. Equalities information and the profile of respondents

71 people provided equalities information for this analysis, which is higher than the number of
surveys completed. This is because in some cases, a group of people filled in one survey together
with their profile information recorded individually.

Comparisons with the demographics of the local area are made using the 2021 census data for the
Peckham Rye Common MSOA (Middle layer Super Output Area)

Sex and Gender Identity

33% of respondents identified as male. The local population is 46.4% male, so this is an under-
representation, particularly of male adult carers.

60% of the responses from children aged 16 years and under were from boys, showing that girls’
viewpoints were under-represented (40%).

One response (1.6%) was received from a person who identifies as non-binary. No other
respondent stated their sex was different from that recorded at birth.

This can be compared to 0.16% of Southwark’s population who identify as non-binary and 0.63%
who identify as having a gender identity different from sex registered at birth.

79.4% of respondents stated they are from a white background. 73.1% of the local population
identify as white so this shows that people from a white background were well represented.

People from ethnic minority backgrounds make up 26.9% of the local population, and 20.6% of
respondents stated they are from an ethnic minority background, showing that people from ethnic
minority backgrounds were underrepresented.
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13.8% of respondents stated they are from a black background; 12.4% of the local population are
from a black background so this is a fair representation.

The most under-represented ethnic group is Asian residents, with no responses received, where

the local population is 4.5%.

13 residents (18.3%) did not answer the question, or provided an answer that did not allow us to
compare with the local population data (i.e. English, English Canadian, Welsh-Scottish and French)

and therefore they have been excluded from the analysis.

38.5% of comments were from children under 16 years of age. The 2021 census uses slightly
different age grouping, and states that 16.2% of the local population are children aged 14 and

under.

Although there was an over representation of children, this is due to the project being focussed on
a facility for children. Consultation was targeted, seeking views from the people who currently use
the playground. Therefore, a higher proportion of comments from children was expected, and is a

positive outcome for the project.

The next largest group of respondents was from ages 35 to 44 (29.2%) which is an over
representation compared with the local population of 18.5%. This is likely due to parents, guardians
and carers of the children also taking part in the survey at the playground.

Ages 55+ were under represented, and older people ages 75+ were not represented at all. It
appears older people are less likely to be visitors to the adventure playground, and it is important
that their needs are considered. There may be barriers to them visiting with family members, and
once these are known we can look at how to overcome them. An Equalities Impact Assessment is
being undertaken, which will be key in finding this out.

6 respondents or 8.5% of all respondents did not answer this question.

3.5% of respondents who answered the question stated that they have a disability; this is
compared to 17.6% of Southwark residents, and therefore people with disabilities have been

under-represented.

The adventure playground currently includes an accessible basket swing, which can be used by
some children with disabilities when accompanied by a carer, but no other accessible items, which
are suitable for visitors with disabilities. The new design includes several items of accessible play
equipment that are suitable for children with disabilities, and has been designed so they can play

alongside their friends.

The majority of respondents said they were responding in the capacity of a resident of Peckham or
elsewhere in Southwark. Five respondents stated they are parents / guardians of children at local
schools. No responses stated they were a child at local school even, we know that many
respondents were children so either respondents did not realise that they could select more than
one answer, or children do not attend local schools.

These figures are approximately in line with our survey responses.

55% of respondents did not answer this question. This is because children aged 15 years and
under were not asked to respond to this question.

Most people who answered this question stated that they have no religion (51.3%). 25.6% stated
they are Christian which is an underrepresentation compared with the local community who are
35.7% Christian. Muslim people were well represented (7.7%) when compared with the local

population (3.3%).

Children aged 15 years and under were not required to respond to this question and a large

number (45%) of people chose not to answer this question.

Three people selected “other”, but did not specify what religion they have.

6. Conclusion

The consultation showed an overall under-representation of people from ethnic minority
backgrounds, with people from Asian backgrounds not being represented at all. Black people and

white people were well represented.

Although male adult carers were under-represented, this can be explained by the fact the majority

of parents and carers who visit the facility identify as female.

The viewpoint of girls aged 16 and under was under-represented, making up 40% of the children
who answered the survey. Research such as Make Space For Girls explores this issue and has
helped us ensure that we provide for girls by including social swings, circular seating and musical

instruments.

People who are Christian were underrepresented.

During the second public consultation we have sought more responses from people from ethnic
minority backgrounds, with Christian religions, and from girls.

35% of responses were from children aged under 16, this is a positive result because the
playground is a facility for children aged under 16 and their opinions are important. During the
second consultation we would be happy to continue to see significant representation from children
under 16.

The most popular item of play equipment was the big swings, which are an important part of the
unique character of this playground. Big swings are included in the updated design, with additional
platforms and walkways to access them. As big swings were so popular, the design also includes a
balancing rope swing for groups of up to 12 children and an accessible basket swing, which is
suitable for children with disabilities when accompanied by a carer. Both of these swings can be
used by multiple children at one time. There was also the suggestion of replacing the tyres on the
big swings with seats, which we will get more feedback on through the next design consultation.

The zip-wire was the second most popular item of play equipment. It is newer than the much of the
other play equipment, and has some life left in it. Due to its popularity, it will be kept. We will look at
ways of improving it including having a seat that can be used by some children with disabilities.

Some respondents mentioned that they like the feeling of open space outside, in the open air, due
to the fact the facility is large and the play equipment is spread out, with lots of space between. in
the new design, we have made sure that there is a large amount of open space, including grass
lawn areas for running around.

When asked what they do not like about the facility, respondents mentioned the irregular opening
times, and that it often seems closed. The opening times are displayed at the entrance, and staff
shortages sometimes mean that the playground has to be closed at short notice. Comments about
disliking the play equipment were less frequent and were not about specific items. Respondents
said they do not like the poor condition of play equipment, and the fact the playground lacks colour.

One comment was about how the playground is not currently practical for children with disabilities
such as developmental co-ordination disorder, and people with disabilities were underrepresented
during the consultation. An Equalities Impact Assessment is being undertaken, to make sure
people from marginalised groups, including people with disabilities, have their needs taken into
account. We have been advised about how to providing play equipment for children who have
developmental co-ordination disorder or ‘dyspraxia’. This includes installing profiled handrails that
can be grabbed easily, and are taut (rather than ropes) and suitable firm surfaces without large
gaps. These are included in the design.

The most common request was for play equipment that provides opportunities to climb, such as a
climbing wall or climbing frame. Previously there was a large play structure in the playground,
which included ladders, platforms and walkways. This structure had to be removed, as it was in
poor condition and was at risk of becoming a safety issue. The opportunities for climbing and being
high up have gone, and this response shows that they are missed. The design includes increasing
opportunities for climbing, including rope nets, ladders and wooden climbing walls with grips.
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Currently, people only have the option to sit on the existing play equipment steps, platforms and
walkways. Both children and guardians requested seats, for both for children to sit together as a
group, and for guardians to sit and watch their children play. New seats are included in the design,
some grouped together, and other seats set back from the play equipment, but with a good view
over it, for carers to relax while their children play.

Slides were suggested, as there are currently no slides in the playground. A wide, accessible slide
has been included in the design, which has space for a child and carer to slide down together,
making it suitable for some children with disabilities. Unfortunately, there is not enough space to
include more slides, however there is a big tube slide in the open-access, adventurous play area
that is located close by, in Peckham Rye Common, next to the café.

Next Steps

The results of this consultation have been used influence the design for the playground, and the
second public consultation was held in August and September 2023.

	6. Conclusion 
	The consultation showed an overall under-representation of people from ethnic minority backgrounds, with people from Asian backgrounds not being represented at all. Black people and white people were well represented. 
	Although male adult carers were under-represented, this can be explained by the fact the majority of parents and carers who visit the facility identify as female.

	Some respondents mentioned that they like the feeling of open space outside, in the open air, due to the fact the facility is large and the play equipment is spread out, with lots of space between. in the new design, we have made sure that there is a large amount of open space, including grass lawn areas for running around. 
	When asked what they do not like about the facility, respondents mentioned the irregular opening times, and that it often seems closed. The opening times are displayed at the entrance, and staff shortages sometimes mean that the playground has to be closed at short notice. Comments about disliking the play equipment were less frequent and were not about specific items. Respondents said they do not like the poor condition of play equipment, and the fact the playground lacks colour. 
	One comment was about how the playground is not currently practical for children with disabilities such as developmental co-ordination disorder, and people with disabilities were underrepresented during the consultation. An Equalities Impact Assessment is being undertaken, to make sure people from marginalised groups, including people with disabilities, have their needs taken into account. We have been advised about how to providing play equipment for children who have developmental co-ordination disorder o
	The most common request was for play equipment that provides opportunities to climb, such as a climbing wall or climbing frame. Previously there was a large play structure in the playground, which included ladders, platforms and walkways. This structure had to be removed, as it was in poor condition and was at risk of becoming a safety issue. The opportunities for climbing and being high up have gone, and this response shows that they are missed. The design includes increasing opportunities for climbing, in
	Currently, people only have the option to sit on the existing play equipment steps, platforms and walkways. Both children and guardians requested seats, for both for children to sit together as a group, and for guardians to sit and watch their children play. New seats are included in the design, some grouped together, and other seats set back from the play equipment, but with a good view over it, for carers to relax while their children play. 
	Slides were suggested, as there are currently no slides in the playground. A wide, accessible slide has been included in the design, which has space for a child and carer to slide down together, making it suitable for some children with disabilities. Unfortunately, there is not enough space to include more slides, however there is a big tube slide in the open-access, adventurous play area that is located close by, in Peckham Rye Common, next to the café.
