WORKS PROGRESS UPDATE

Demolition works are now complete.

However, as of 14th September 2020 we have
had to temporarily pause the works due to the
position of the gas main that runs through the
site. We now require revised planning
permission to move the building further away
from the gas main.

An application has been submitted to the
planning department for the reposition of the
building. The planning department will consult
further with residents on this and you will be
given the opportunity to comment. The
planning process will be determined within
8-12 weeks and during this time, there will be
no site works.

If planning consent is granted, then site works
can resume; the next steps will be starting the
piling works required for the foundations.

We sincerely apologise for the unforeseen
delay to the works programme and we will
update you again, once we have further
information on recommencement site works.
