These works have
been agreed with Southwark Council and will be carried out by

a qualified arborist and tree surgeon. The large Plane tree in the
centre of the site is to remain and so will be pruned. Replacement
trees will be planted when the scheme is completed.

We will also begin the demolition of the garages and the
construction of a vehicle crossover which will allow access
into the upper part of the site this month.
