Our current progress

- Scaffold has been erected around phase 2 of the building with
brickworks ongoing

« First fix mechanical and electrical works are still underway but
have been completed on the first and second levels

« Thames Water have finished with their part of the drainage system

« District heating supply pipes have now been installed and
connected to the building

Coming next

« New kitchens and bathrooms are due to start being installed over
the coming weeks as well as new front doors.

To ensure we mitigate delays caused by the COVID-19 lockdown and
to maintain social distancing on site, we have been granted extended
working hours (8am - 7pm, Monday to Friday and 8am - 5pm,
Saturdays) by Southwark Council's Environmental Protection Team.

We will only carry out works in the extended period when it is
critically required and benefits the completion of the development.
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We pride ourselves on being an Associate Member
of the Considerate Constructors Scheme (CCS)
which helps to improve the image of the
construction industry.

All our sites are continuously reviewed by the CCS to
monitor how respectful and responsible we are within
the communities where we undertake works.

As part of our ongoing commitment to the objectives
of the CCS we ensure the highest levels of safety are
maintained across our sites. We therefore ask that you
explain to your children how dangerous construction
sites can be and should not be played on at any time.
