 We need to carry out major works to fix the
problems we found which include gaps between
properties and ageing pipes

 These will be intrusive as we need to get
underneath floors and behind walls

« Some of these works cannot be done while
residents are living In their flats

*  While we have access we will fix things that
aren’t related to safety but need doing

residents?

« We plan to carry out the external works first, and
you can stay in your homes for this phase.

 We will need to ask you to move out for a time while
we carry out the internal works

« The work will take around a year, people will move
In their own time as they find a new home they are
happy with either permanently or temporarily. We
