Southwark Council hereby GIVES NOTICE that it proposes to make the above orders under
the Road Traffic Regulation Act 1984, as amended.

The effects of the orders would be, in RUSHWORTH STREET the south-west side:-

(a) to remove 5 metres of existing CPZ ‘C2’ permit-holders’ parking place and replace with
‘at any time’ waiting restrictions (double yellow lines) opposite Chadwick House;

(b) to add a total of 31 metres of CPZ ‘C2’ permit-holders’ parking places opposite Chadwick
House and Ripley House; and

(c) to convert single yellow lines to ‘at any time’ waiting restrictions (double yellow lines)
opposite No. 37 Rushworth Street (5 metres).

This scheme proposes permanent changes to Controlled Parking Zone ‘C2’ parking places and
waiting restrictions in Rushworth Street within the Borough & Bankside ward, in the London
Borough of Southwark.

Planning permission (ref: 19/AP/1259) has been granted for this development which include the
removal of the existing vehicle crossovers on the south-west side of Rushworth Street, once the
building development work is completed.

The removal of the now redundant vehicle crossovers and reinstating footway after the completion
of the building development work, enable a total of 26 metres of additional ‘C2’ permit parking
places to be provided.

In summary, the proposals are, on the south-west side of Rushworth Street, to:

- remove one existing permit holders parking place and add 5 metres ‘at any time’ waiting
restrictions (double yellow lines);

- add 10 metres permit holders parking north-west of the existing disabled bay;

- extend by 11 metres the existing permit holders parking place in between the two
existing disabled bays (new length is 17 metres);

- add 10 metres permit holders parking south-east of the existing disabled bay; and

- convert the single yellow line to double yellow lines south-east of the added permit bay.

Each area on a street identified the map based schedule as a parking place and, where applicable,
by way of the map schedule legend as an area marked out and signed for the use therein of
specified classes of vehicles following the conditions specified in the Order of 2021 in relation to
that type of parking place, is designated as a parking place.

Unless otherwise so identified, a parking place shall be bounded on one side of its length by the
edge of the carriageway and be an area marked either by a traffic sign or by another method of
indicating the extent of a parking place as specified in the Traffic Signs Regulations and General
Directions 2016¢.

The provisions of the Order of 2021 (other than Articles 4 and 19) shall apply to the area
designated as a parking place by this Order as if in those provisions any reference to a parking
place included a reference to an area designated as a parking place by this Order.

Placing of traffic signs, etc

5.1

The Council shall:

(@) place and maintain traffic signs or other appropriate markings on the surface of the street
indicating the limits of the parking place designated by this Order;

(b) place and maintain in or in the vicinity of each parking place, traffic signs indicating that
such parking place may be used during the permitted hours for the leaving only of the
vehicles specified in Articles 5.1 and 5.2 of the Order of 2021;

(c) place and maintain in or in the vicinity of the parking place a traffic sign indicating, that such
parking place may be used by vehicles making payment of the parking charge by way of
the electronic payment system; and the location identification number of such parking place
or part thereof; and

(d) carry out such other work as is reasonably required for the purpose of the satisfactory
operation of a parking place.
