Our latest progress...

We're happy to confirm that we have completed all screeding
works as well as curtain walling to the community hall.

We are progressing the internal works with first fix mechanical and
electrical installations, painting and fitting kitchens and bathrooms
(Please note new Ritchen and bathroom installations are for the new
build at Meeting House Lane only and not existing properties on the
Acorn Estate).

We have erected additional scaffolding to allow the ground floor
bricks to be finished on the east elevation.

The door entry system and drainage works are also still in progress
as well as preparations for landscaping works.

We are making preparations for vinyls to be laid.

To help mitigate any delays caused by the previous COVID-19
lockdown and to maintain social distancing, our revised extended
hours are (8am - 5pm, Monday to Friday and 8am - 2pm, Saturdays).
