This was commemorated by the unveiling of a plaque in
the brickwork by Councillor Cryan, Southwark Council’s
Cabinet Member for Council Homes and Homelessness,
alongside Guildmore staff. The project manager David
Sole gave a tour of the properties. The works are on
target to complete in February 2022.

Works Completed

e The walls on the ground floor at Otto Street
are now closed. The ceilings, taping and
jointing are progressing.

e The first floor at Otto Street is signed off for
close up and is in the process of closing
walls and putting up ceilings.

e Second and third floors in the duplexes on
Otto Street are signed off for close up, at
present the walls are being closed up and
ceilings will follow.

e Brick work is complete on the first and
second floor and progressing well on the
second and third floors.

e The PV panels are all installed to the roof
level and only need an inverter installed and
final commissioning.

e Electrical and mechanical first fix is still
ongoing.

e The lift machinery and associated lift car is
being installed.

e We are applying a mist coat to all units
where the taping and jointing is complete.

Works in progress and works due next

e Flooring to be installed to kitchens and
bathrooms.

e Continue to close up the walls and ceiling
on the second and third floors at Otto
Street.

e Tape and joint to the first, second and third
floors on Otto Street.

e Tape and joint ground and first floor at

Royal Road.

e Close up walls to ground and first floors at
Royal Road.

e Close up ceilings to ground and first floor to
Royal Road.

e Install kitchens to units.

e Decorating the properties

e Installing temporary secure doors to each
unit.

e Second fix carpentry.
