Southwark Council hereby GIVES NOTICE that it proposes to make the above Orders under
the Road Traffic Regulation Act 1984, as amended (‘the 1984 Act)).

The effect of the Orders would be, on a permanent basis:-

to introduce a point road closure in BAGSHOT STREET prohibiting the movement of motor
vehicles between its junctions with Smyrks Road and Mina Road, which would be indicated by
traffic signs and physically enforced by planters and flexible bollards;

in MINA ROAD in Controlled Parking Zone ‘M1’ south-east side o/s Walworth Academy, (i)
remove two ‘permit’ holders parking places (total 30m in length removed), and (ii) replace with
timed waiting restrictions which operate ‘8.30 am to 6.30 pm Monday to Friday’; and

in SHORNCLIFFE ROAD (i) on the north-west side o/s Walworth Academy add 33.5m of timed
waiting restrictions which operate ‘8.30 am to 6.30 pm Monday to Friday’, and coterminous
loading restrictions which operate ‘8.30 to 9.30 am, 3 pm to 6.30 pm Monday to Friday’, and
(i) add ‘at any time’ waiting restrictions on both sides of the road throughout the remaining
kerbside between its junction with Albany Road and the boundary of the Transport for London
Road Network (‘red route’) at a point 21 metres south-west of the south-western kerb-line of
Old Kent Road.

NOTES: (1) These Orders would supersede similar provisions at the above locations
implemented by way of experimental Orders made under section 9 of the 1984 Act (which
would be revoked). (2) Exemption to the restrictions described in (a) preceding would be
provided for emergency services vehicles, and for vehicles used for road maintenance or
cleansing purposes. (3) All measurements are in metres ‘m’and are approximate.
