4. When working around trees the Contractor
shall comply with the guidance and
requirements of National Joint Utilities Group
publication volume 4 "Guidelines for the
Planning, Installation and Maintenance of
Utility Apparatus in Proximity to Trees".

5. Roots with diameters >25 shall not be cut
without the advance written approval of the
Overseeing Organisation's representative. This
is irrespective of whether or not they are within
a root protection zone established in
accordance with note 4. The representative
shall not provide this approval without first
consulting a Council tree officer. Roots with
diameters <25 may be cut/pruned if
unavoidable, though care should be taken to
restrict this to the minimum necessary. Any
cutting/pruning of roots shall be carried out in
accordance with the guidance and
recommendations of the publication described
in note 4.

6. The location of stakes may be adjusted on site
to suit both the rules in this drawing and those
in LBS/1100/06.

7. Stakes shall be located ≤175 from joints to
either side.

8. The value A is mandatory for the top board but
optional for any lower board. If it cannot be
achieved for the lower board then rule B must
be complied with.

9. All boards shall be secured to at least two
stakes. If a board is severed by a cut-out (such
that value A is not met) then this applies to
each segment.

10.The gap distance C shall also be achieved
between the underside of the lowest board and
any major root below.
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
